2) What 4 reasons does the author provide for his dismissal of the indefinite rendering?
3) What heresy is put forth by the use of the indefinite rendering?
4) “Can he who is _____________ (first clause) and who has _______________ been ___________ God (second clause), and who _______________ all things (v.3), be ‘_________________’?”
5) What does the author put forward as the best way to understand what is meant by “Theos” in the final phrase of John 1:1?
6) What three truths are communicated in John 1:1?
7) What exists that was not made by the Logos?  (Hint: This is not answered directly by the book) 
8) What does John indicate, by the use of the Greek verb “egeneto” in John 1:14?
9) In what way does the teaching of “dualism” attempt to undermine what John has conveyed regarding the incarnation?
10) What does the author put forward as the best interpretation of the Greek word “monogenes”?
11) What technique did John use in his closing statement to reiterate what he said in his introduction?
12) What did the author suggest as an appropriate rendering of the Greek phrase “monogenes theos” in John 1:18?
13)  John 1:18 tells us that no one has ever seen the Father.  What does this infer about all of those who saw God in the Old Testament?
