Quote: “For the cross was not an isolated event; it was, rather, the focal point in God’s eternal plan to save His elect, and it ensured the guaranteed first the calling (the bringing to faith, through the gospel in the mind and the Holy Spirit in the heart) and then the justification and finally the glorification of all for whom specifically and personally, Christ died.”
Quote: “The meaning of “(God will) give us all things” can be put thus: one day we shall see that nothing, --literally nothing-- which could have increased our eternal happiness has been denied us and that nothing --literally nothing--  that could have reduced that happiness has been left with us. What higher assurance do we want than that?”
